                                             Minutes for August 9, 2006

The interim chair, Jodi James called the meeting to order at 1:09 PM.

Introduction: Council members and guest introduced themselves. Terry Burgance from ILRU.
Agenda: Pat Stewart M/M to approve the agenda as amended, seconded and passed.

Approval of July 12th minutes: Ramona Harvey M/M to approve the minutes, seconded.

Several comments were made about the minutes being too long and too much information that was not required. Motion failed.

Pat Stewart M/M for the Council to send a card to John Denny while in the hospital, seconded, passed.

Presentation on video remote interpreting (VRI): Carol Baker conducted a Power Point presentation on the new video relay services (VRS) and the video remote interpreting (VRI). The new system is to be in each full service VR office. The state will hire three interpreters for the one year pilot program.

The interim chair appointed Beth Crain as the chair of an ad hoc committee with the charge to look at the issue of modifying the meeting time or schedule to address the issue and needs of Council members, both with and without disabilities, who needs not to be on their rear all day.

Executive Committee Report: Several comments were made about the accessibility to the meeting. 
Treasurer Report: Keith Coros handed out a spreadsheet for things spent from October 2005 until July 2006. The Council had spent $17,143.85. The stating budget was $48,120. The finance committee M/M for $12,000 to what was approved last month for the PA system. Motion passed.
The finance committee had found a potential office space that needs improvements to meet the ADA requirements. The owner is willing to make the changes.  IRCIL staff will conduct an accessibility survey and report back to the Council. The cost is $385 per month or $4,620 for the year. IRCIL has been storing the Council stuff and they need to be moved. Any contract would contain written requirements to address ADA needs.

Melissa Madill M/M that the Council work with the League with regards to the refundable deposit for office space. Motion seconded and was passed.  
The reimbursement/compensation policy should be on the agenda for the next finance committee meeting.
Secretary Report: Ramona Harvey reported that she is working on the bylaws and membership ledger to send out the correct copies.

Bylaws, Policies and Procedures: P/P developed by the committee was passed out to the members. Melissa Madill M/M that the Council accepts the independence administration of the Council part A-D as follows: the Council is responsible for the work jointly with the DSU in developing the state plan, the Council shall be responsible for proper maintenance of its own records and documents, the Council shall be responsible for supervision of its staff, the Council shall be responsible for the fiscal oversight of its operational budget. The Council is solely responsible for the receipts, accountability and disbursement of all federal Part B funds.  Motion passed.

 Ramona Harvey M/M that a chair wishing to hold a meeting under the auspices of ICOIL shall provide the Council chair and the secretary with the date, time, time zone, physical location, and call in number if there is one , at least a week before the meeting except for special meetings in which case 48 hour notice will be given. Motion was seconded and passed.
Nomination Committee: Ramona Harvey M/M to follow the suggestion of the chair and accept nominations from the floor for the election of officers. Motion seconded and was passed.

State Plan Committee: Jodi James stated the committee is still reviewing the current state plan. The committee is collecting input from the public.

Ad Hoc Training Committee: Dee Ann Hart reported by telephone she spoke with Terry Burgance and things are in place for training. 

 Report from CIL: Al Tolbert reported that SICIL had written a proposal for the High School/High Tech (HS/HT) program. The center had supported the Disability Pride Parade on July 22nd in Chicago. 
Melissa Madill reported that IRCIL will have their Inclusion Fest on September 9th.

DSU Report:  Carol reported that Terry Burgance from Independent Living Research Utilization  (ILRU) Project was hired to work with ICOIL, Centers and the DSU to respond to the CAP. Will help will state plan.
Carol passed out the Corrective Action Plan (CAP), draft of P/P, a job description for Nancy Young, a draft of response of the CAP.  The response for the CAP is due to RSA by August 18th any comments should be sent to Carol before the 15th of August.
Teresa Torres M/M that the chair or other designated person from ICOIL contact RSA to ascertain the ramification of requesting sufficient time to review the information given today as well as pending information from the report that has not yet been discussed. Motion seconded and failed.

Teresa Torres M/M that the chair be allowed to follow the bylaws with regards to the conflict of interest rather then allowing those who would be directly effected by that conflict to make the decision. Motion seconded and failed.

Pat Stewart M/M to adjourn the meeting, seconded and the meeting adjourned at 5 PM.
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
