	ICOIL Meeting
	Meeting Accomplishments and Highlights

	June 2006
	1) Roberts Rules were incorrectly used to force bylaws through while council member tried to get clarification about what was going on because they could not hear.
2) Bylaws passed – though no discussion was really allowed

3) Council elected interim officers, that were to be the officers until annual elections could be held in the fourth quarter, which began in October

	July 2006
	1) DSU announced VR had an overage of about $4,000,000 that must be spent before the end of the year, it was noted RFP’s were sent out and people could apply for small grants.
2) ICOIL Council approved $3000 dollars for the purchase of an Audio-loop/FM Amplification system. 

3) Melissa Madill rescinds her approved last months motion that a weeks notice of public meetings be provided to the chair to ensure public gets adequate notice.  Ramona Harvey objects.
4) Ramona Harvey tries to make a motion that the public be given 48 hours business notice of public meetings but motion dies.

5) Jodi James attempts to second Ramona’s motion, but is denied because she is teleconferencing as an ADA accommodation. The reason, because Richard Simers believed open door trumped the ADA.

6) Council refused to read or an official ADA complaint about lack of audioloop and abuse of Roberts Rules as requested though there was a blind person in the audience.  Council decided to attach request to mins.  Later when Al Tolbert modified the minutes without benefit of source documents the official complaint was ‘lost’

	August 2006
	1) Al Tolbert requested meeting times be shortened, and the Ad Hoc committee to address concerns of those who could not sit on their rear all day was formed
2) Executive Committee meeting was nullified because four center directors could not figure out how to ask the operator for help when teleconferencing.

3) Inaccessible office space was discussed

4) Ramona Harvey made a motion that the chair be notified of any meeting under the auspices of ICOIL at least a week in advance, so the public could get 48 hours notice.  The motion was modified to exclude ‘special meetings’ though Ramona objected.
5) Pat Stewart acknowledges awareness that Jodi intended to  reschedule the Sept. ICOIL meeting to the 20th, at this time none of the council members objected to the rescheduling

6) Council votes not to allow the chair to follow the bylaws with regards to determining if council members have conflicts of interest.

	September 2006

The September Gathering
Cancelled and then rescheduled in accordance to the bylaws and all existing policies with the support of the majority of the Exec. Comm.

	1) Though the meeting had been legitimately rescheduled, the council met anyway ignoring the decision of the Executive Committee made at a meeting open to the public.  There was no public notice of the meeting and no qualified interpreters.
2) Jodi James and Ramona Harvey were removed from office for ‘breech of ethics, dereliction of duty, and misconduct’ they were not present to address concerns, and there was no discussion or evidence provided to back up the allegations.  There was no due process.

3) The portion of the bylaws that would have prohibited their actions were waived.  A slate of officers were elected.

4) The DSU informed the council that they could not get the requested Audio Loop they had approved money for.

	October 2006
	1) Jodi and Ramona attempted to have a reasonable discussion, and then to read statements of truth, and asked the council to provide evidence of the allegations, or retract their statement if they had no evidence.

2) The police were called in to keep Ramona from reading her statement asking evidence be provided of wrong doing on her and Jodi James part.

	November 2006

(No official meeting)

Cancelled - No quorum
	Nothing business could take place because council members did not show up.  Jodi James and Ramona Harvey decide to go to the Governor.

	December 2006
	1) Council votes to pay for Dee Ann Hart’s trip to the SILC congress.  Dee Ann had registered in early October. The also vote to reimburse Melissa for expenses of storing ICOIL stuff at IRCIL.

2) Council votes on a meeting schedule for the year, and decide not to have a meeting in April.
3) Council votes to stop listing the end times of the meetings, so that they can leave whenever they want and they won’t get in trouble if members of the pubic are running late and they are not there.

	January 2007
	1) Al Tolbert introduces the ICOIL council members hand book, and it is determined this should be turned back in because if a council member lost it then it would cost them $25.
2) Danny Grissom asked why there was no SPIL hearing in Evansville and was told it was because the council thought more people would show up to Bloomington.

3) The council decided to get rid of old documents and tapes and such they did not need in order to decrease the need for storage space.

	February 2007

(Cancelled) 
	Cancelled without notice to the public due to weather.  See http://www.dimenet.com/hotnews/archive.php?mode=A&id=6230

	March 2007 – Meeting changed to a Two Day Public Facilitated Discussion with a 30 min.  business meeting.

(Cancelled) 
	1)  Meeting Cancelled because I raised my hand for over a half hour and asked to be allowed to introduce myself.  The council did not want me to, so they voted to call the police.  The building people would not allow this, and instead kicked them out. See http://www.onecandream.com/documents
2) Ramona was told if she submitted stuff in writing what she submitted would be addressed.

	April 2007 (cancelled).
	Scheduled but Cancelled because the council did not have an audio loop that has been repeatedly requested. See The Indiana SILC questions the ADA.

	May 2007
	1) Official May 9 request re: HB1001 submitted in writing, but council ignores the request and adjourns early after only about 10 min. http://www.onecandream.com/ICOIL/documents/officialrequestHB1001.doc
2) Council votes to adopt a mission statement to empower people with disabilities.

	June 2007
	1) Council members ignore official written request, and audience members and quickly pass a state SPIL that was developed behind closed doors
2) Ramona Harvey attempts several times to get council to address official concerns. She was unsuccessful and members of the public sang the song ‘The answer they are not gonna send” while council members adjourned and left. http://www.onecandream.com/ICOIL/theanswertheyarenotgonnasend.doc 

	July 2007 (Cancelled)
	No Quorum: Less then 24 hours notice provided.  There is confusion not yet addressed as to how Dee Ann was allowed to cancel this meeting without notice on a belief that there would not be a quorum, and Jodi James was not allowed to do the same in Sept. 2006.

	August 2007 (Cancelled)
	No Quorum, but those present agreed to listen to Public Comment.  See
