Notes: 1) Before May the council stated they could not meet officially due to lack of membership appointments.
2) The attendance record of members prior to Sept. coupled with a number of individuals who indicated they would not be able to attend in Sept. (3 of which had perfect attendance and if they had not been at prior meetings quorum would not have been reached) gave me a reasonable belief there would not be a quorum.
3) While Mr. Bennett indicated he would be able to attend the Sept. Meeting, he had only attended 1 meeting since the council had became official.  In June he arrived late (more then just 5 or 10 mins) and was voted in as Vice Chair. (FYI at this time I voted for him to hold this position as I had no reason to believe he could not do the job.)  However, since that time he has been very unresponsive to me and never provided info for required ledger.  In addition, when Jodi indicated she would not be able to attend due to Wheelchair problems…he initially indicated to her that he would be present to chair the meeting.  When Jodi decided to teleconference he indicated that he would instead also be teleconferencing.  He never even called in after indicating to Jodi that he would. Given the July experience where Mr. Bennett did not even call in after he said he would, I could not be certain he would be able to actually attend the Sept. meeting, much less effectively objectively chair a meeting without having been present to know what had transpired at most of the recent previous meetings.

* in chart 1 ( Meeting which was chaired by Al Tolbert (even though bylaws prohibit CIL directors from being Chair), because Jodi James had to participate by phone as part of an ADA accommodation.  Emas Bennett was also not present (see note 3 above). Technically the Treasurer and Secretary were present, but when Al Tolbert initiated the meeting announcing nobody was there to chair the meeting and requesting acting chair get elected.  He had to be reminded by the Secretary and Dave Nelson that there were indeed officers present.

(Notice that if these individuals had not attended, there would not have been a quorum.  Also notice if Mr. Bennett and Keith Coros had not blatantly disregarded an official vote to move the meeting (that keith voted for) a quorum would not have been attained.)  
Also, notice the number of people who have perfect, or nearly perfect attendance who did not make the November meeting (The meeting where they insist the lack of quorum was not planned).

* Lisa Coffman was elected to be the “Member at Large” of the Executive Committee.  She was elected despite objections based on the fact that since she was a Ex Officio member and thus not able to vote, that she would not be able to represent the voting membership.  She attended no other council at large meetings or any Executive committee meetings.  Around the time the Secretary brought up a concern about the bylaws to the Executive Committee she indicated to the Chair Jodi James a desire to resign.  She also later indicated at least a desire to resign to Dee Ann Hart, however, the reason why she is still listed as Absent and not resigned is because I have received no official notice indicating that any resignation has become official.  I have received no notice from the governor’s office, nor have I received any letter written by Lisa Coffman herself.  Problematic but as an ex officio she does not effect quorum.
** The October some individuals arrived late and members kept walking in and out of the room.  I am not certain Ms. Beecher was there for these reasons, and even though I know from source documents of previous meetings that Al Tolbert does not always correctly identify people who were present.  His minutes indicate she was.  I have not had time to look at the video to determine whether she was there or not.  Similarly since I do not even know what Mr. Trent looks like it is difficult for me to determine if he was present.  However, Both Tom Gallagher (the person Sue Beecher represents) and John Trent have received the rough draft of my minutes requesting as I always do feedback and corrections.  Neither one of these individuals are listed as present in my minutes. Neither one have sent any objections saying they were indeed present.
